• Complete the application form online or at the 

relevant phase reception in the school

• Submit a copy of your child’s passport, copy 
of each parent’s Emirates ID and most recent 
school report or (to whom it may concern) 
letter from your child’s current school

• Upon receipt of the application form, your 
child will be invited for an entrance exam and 
interview. FS1 to Year 1 children will be invited 
to school with their parents for an informal 
interview

• Students of Year 1 to 13 will be invited for a 
computerised examination and interview

• The Registration department, along with the 
Senior Leadership Team, will test and evaluate 
applications made throughout the year, on a 
case by case basis. Admissions will be based 
upon availability in the year group school/term 
reports and entrance/CAT4 Cognitive Ability 
Test results. All other registration and 
administrative requirements remain the same, 
as for other year group and as listed above.

Internal and external pupils applying for admission 
to ISCS Sixth Form should refer to the Sixth Form 
prospectus, where details of each AS/A level 
courses offered are outlined at length, including 
our requirements. All other registration and 
administrative requirements remain the same, as for 
other year group and as listed above.
